Attendance

the Department for Education for the first time. We
have a good proportion of children with 100%
attendance (thank you to parents), but a number of
children below 95% which is impacting on numbers
overall. 1 am unable to authorise absence - for any
reason - for children below 95% attendance | am
afraid. We really do appreciate the efforts made by
parents who, if unable to get a medical appointment
after school, ensure that children are here for the
register at 9am and 1pm.

If you do decide to withdraw children from learning,
please ensure that Mathletics and Reading practise
continues, and spelling lists are packed.

Transition

This will offer an opportunity for parents and carers to
meet with their child’s ‘next’ teacher in their new
classroom. Class teachers will provide information
relating to expectations in: Home Learning; PE;
