Dear Parents/Carers,

What a week we had last week!

Census - Our Census day is Thursday 3rd October. This is an important day as we get funded for the next

financial year based on data given to the local authority on this day. One area of funding that is really

important is the infant universal free school meals. Every infant child (Reception to Year 2) can have a

hot school meal. However, these have to be booked through ParentPay two weeks before. If you want

your child to have a hot school meal at any point this year, especially the Christmas lunch, you MUST

book for them to have a hot school meal on Thursday 3rd October. If you don’t book a meal on this day,

then choose to have a hot meal later on in the term, the school pays for it out of our extremely tight

budget rather than the local authority.

Waterproof coat - The weather likes to go from one extreme to the other each day, so please can you

make sure your child brings a coat in with them each day. This does need to be a waterproof coat.
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Biscuit & Banter - it is my first ‘biscuit and banter’ session this week on Wednesday afternoon (18th) at

2.15pm. This will be in the small hall. This is a chance to come and meet me and have a chat. If you

have any questions you want to discuss, please feel free to, but remember, I may not have all the

answers! I look forward to meeting you. These will be once a month.

sore or head lice, please let their teacher know via their year group email address.
