I hope you all had a good half term holiday and are ready for the busy half term in the lead up

to Christmas. We have so much going on this half term, so please keep an eye out for any

communication from us.

Excitingly, we are in the process of creating a Nurture and Sensory Room. The Owl Room, which

is opposite 5A, has been cleared out and is now our new Nurture Room. It is intended to be a

calming space for those children that need it, with activities that will help them to regulate,

such as sensory circuits. It will have comfy seating as well as tables and chairs, and a range of

different play equipment such as construction, role play and arts and crafts. Within the Owl

Room, there is a separate small room where we intend to create our own Sensory Room. This

will be a dark room which contains soft seating, fairy lights and then a range of lighting such as

string lights, bubble tubes, lava lamps, soft calming music; we hope to get a projector lamp that

can show different calming pictures and videos such as under the sea, clouds etc. Both spaces

will be available to any child who needs it, such as those who might require a softer start to the

school day, some time away from the busy classroom and time to complete work in a less

structured way. In the afternoons, Mr Connor will be running his nurture groups in the Owl

Room. In order to get both rooms up and running, we will require some help. Therefore, we

are setting up a Sensory Room wish list on Amazon https://amzn.eu/1o5DYB3 We are also

asking for donations of toys such as garages, cars and vehicles, train sets, hot wheels, lego and

duplo, dolls houses, dolls, small world items, dressing up clothes, any construction toys, jigsaws,

puzzles and games.

This Friday, it is a non-school uniform day in return for chocolate donations for our Christmas

Fair. These can be dropped straight to the Small Hall or children can bring them into class and

take them down.

On Monday 11th November, we will be taking part in Remembrance Day by holding our own

Remembrance Assembly and observing two minutes of silence at 11.00am. Some of our Year 5

and Year 6 children have been invited to attend the ceremony at the War Memorial in town.

On Tuesday 12th November, we will be having Odd Socks Day as part of Anti-Bullying Week.

Your child will need to wear their school uniform as normal but can come wearing odd socks - as

crazy and colourful as they like.

If you do keep your child at home, it's important to notify the school on the first day before 9.20am to

let them know that your child won't be in and give them the reason. You can leave a message on the

absence line 01444 232336 or report their absence on the Study Bugs App

If your child is well enough to go to school but has an infection that could be passed on, such as a cold

sore or head lice, please let their teacher know via their year group email address.
